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1 Aim of the programme and language of the
courses

1.1 Aim of the programme
The programme aims to give BSc Psychology graduates:
o Knowledge and understanding in the field of psychology;
An academic attitude and skills: integrity, reflection and critical thinking;
The ability to apply knowledge and understanding;
Professional skills;
Life long learning skills.

These aims are further specified in the programme’s Assessment Programme.

1.2 Language

The courses and exams are offered in the English language. Students enrolled in the English
programme are allowed to take only the English exams, but may formulate answers in Dutch in
case of an essay exam, as far as the language proficiency of the lecturer(s) allow(s). An exception
is made for courses in the third year of the Dutch bachelor programme. These may be attended
if the student has sufficient proficiency in Dutch. A Bachelor of Science Degree Programme in
Psychology is offered in the Dutch language at our Faculty as well (see the course catalogue
"Bachelor Programma Psychologie").

Students register for the Dutch or the English programme and are only allowed to sit the exams
of the language they are registered for. Assuming the language requirement is met, it is possible
to request admission to the Dutch-language programme after completing the first year of the
programme (and vice versa).
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2 The first year of the programme

5. For the other courses, not mentioned in subsection 2, the successful completion of an
assignment or exercise may be a condition for being allowed to participate in the
examination, or for the examination result to be valid. This will be announced at the
beginning of the course.

2.2 Transitional arrangements

1. Students who started the programme before 1-09-2024 can still graduate with the
programme of the first year as formulated in the Bachelor OER psychology of academic
year 2023-2024. Combinations of both programmes are not possible.

3.4 The Bachelor Thesis

1. The Bachelor Thesis (PSB3E-BT15) is a practical of 15 EC with a written report with a total
workload of 420 hours;

2, For students participating in the Honours College or Excellence Programme, PSB3E-BT15
may be replaced by a specific Honours thesis (PSB3E-BTHO). PSB3E-BTHO is a practical
of 15 EC with a written report with a total workload of 420 hours. This applies only to
students who started the Honours college or Excellence Programme before 01-04-2024.

3. For the bachelor thesis (PSB3E-BT15/PSB3E-BTHO) the successful completion of the
practical is considered equivalent to passing the examination.

4. Further rules on form, content, timeline and grading of the Bachelor Thesis can be found
in the Bachelor Thesis Manual and Bachelor Thesis Grading Form, which can both be
found in the Bachelor Thesis course environment on Brightspace.

3.5 The Minor component of third year of the programme

1. The University Minor, as listed in article 3.1.3.a, may be selected from the University
Minors offered at faculties of the University of Groningen, with a total study load of 30
EC. Minors offered by the degree programme in Psychology are excluded from this
selection.

2. The Personal Minor, as listed in article 3.1.3.b, may contain a choice of courses with a total

study load of 30 or 2 times 15 EC (semester 1a and 1b of year 3), to be chosen from:
a. the courses offered by the Department of Psychology in its differentiation
component or an equivalent course, and/or
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b.  other bachelor programmes from a Dutch or foreign research university, with
approval by the Examinations Committee (see Rules & Regulations, article 10A).

3.7 The Excellence Programme

1. The Excellence Programme will no longer exist as of academic year 2025-2026.
Enrollment in the Excellence Programme will no longer be possible as of 2024-2025. In
2024-2025, only the third-year courses, namely BE3-HO2 and BE3-HO7 will still be
taught. Sections 3.7.2 through 3.7.8 are only relevant to students who are in the process of
completing the third year of the excellence track in 2024-2025.

2.  An academic Excellence Programme for talented students is offered in the post-
propaedeutic phase. The academic Excellence Programme consists of the following

courses with a study load as indicated:

8.  Selected students follow all courses of the academic Excellence Programme mentioned in

Article 3.7.2. All courses completed successfully are listed in the degree supplement.

In addition to the criteria mentioned in Article 5.7 and Article 6.1 of the BSS Teaching and
Examination Regulation: access to the second year of the programme for students without
the propaedeutic certificate is restricted to the compulsory component of the major, as
described in Article 3.2.1 For admission to exams in the differentiation component of the
programme, as named in Article 3.3, a completed propaedeutic exam or positive binding
study advice in combination with having obtained at least 55 EC of the first year of the
programme is mandatory, unless Article 5.9 and Article 6.2 of the BSS Teaching and
Examination Regulation applies.

In addition to the criteria mentioned in Article 5.7 and Article 6.1 of the BSS Teaching and

Examination Regulations, the following applies to:

a) Students who started their studies in the study year 2009-2010 or before, or

b) Students with dispensation for a positive study advice, based on a positive study

advice from elsewhere, not being a related programme as mentioned in article 6.1 of
the BSS Teaching and Examination Regulation, or

¢) Students with a completed first year of an academic programme elsewhere, not being

arelated programme as mentioned in article 6.1 of the BSS Teaching and Examination
Regulation:

Admission to exams of the second and third year of the programme can only be granted

when the following conditions have been met:

1. Atleast 45 EC of the courses of the first year of the programme as named in article 2.1
have been realized or exempted.

2. The courses Introduction to Psychology (BE1-01) and Statistics 1a (BE1-08) have been
completed or exempted. As an alternative to BA1-01, BA1-19 Introduction to
psychological theories and research methods or MIN 11 Introduction to psychological
theories may also have been passed.

This admission is only valid in connection with the exams of the second year of the

programme as mentioned in article 3.2.1.

The examinations committee may grant an exception on the immediate previous article

sections 1 and 2 for students, based on a motivated request. As an additional condition for

students from the BSc-programme of psychology, a study plan has to be provided, drafted
with or by an academic adviser.
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4.2 Frequency of practicals

1. The programme offers one opportunity per year for taking the practicals mentioned in this
OER.
2, Unlike the regulations mentioned in paragraph 1, several opportunities per year are

offered for taking the bachelor’s thesis. A student can participate in no more than two
opportunities per year.
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Admission

Language

Students should be able to show that they have an adequate proficiency in the English
language. The language criteria for admission are to be found in the admission procedure
on the Website of the programme:

requirements

Selection / limited number of student places

For admission to the Bachelor’s programme, those students who meet the admission
criteria will enter a selection procedure. The outcome of this procedure will determine
whether or not they will be granted access to Bachelor’s programme.

Capacity is limited. There is a total of 600 places for the Dutch and English Bachelor’s
programme together.

The Admission Board reserves the right to admit a few more students than the available
places to take account of potential withdrawals.

Selection procedure and deadline for registration

Selection for the programme and admission to the programme fall under the
responsibility of the Faculty Board, which has set up a mandated admission board. A
study adviser or policy advisor may act as an advisory member of the board.

Selection is based on:

A selection test, which will examine a sample of subjects that are covered in the first year
of the Bachelor's programme. The test will be administered in the first half of March.
Details can be found on the Psychology website.

. Having submitted a motivation letter with a maximum of 250 words.

. Based on the results of the selection test, a ranking will be generated, determining which

students are eligible for a place in the programme.

. Communication on individual ranking numbers and the automated issuing of places in

the programme are carried out by Studielink. Ranking numbers are communicated to the
students through Studielink on 15 April.

Candidates submit a request via Studielink for admission to the degree programme. The
deadline for admission is 15 January.

5.4 Participation in BSc-psychology courses by students from other programmes
For students from programmes other than the Bachelor Psychology, who wish to participate in
courses of the Bachelor Psychology, the regulations published on the following website apply:
