Special Issue of the Journal of Consumer Policy on System Perspectives on

Sustainable
consumption has mostly been discussed in terms of changes in individual
awareness, behaviour and consumer choices, development of societal practices,
implementation of corporate strategies and as market phenomenon. Although it
Is broadly accepted that individual consumer behaviour is embedded in multiple
contexts, such as social groups and milieus, institutions, sociocultural norms,
socio- technical and socio-spatial systems; complexity theory and systems think-
INg approaches are comparably rare and publications are scattered across com-
munities and academic journals. This special issue aims to introduce a

systems thinking view to the scientific debate on sustainable consumption
policies.

The majority of papers in this special issue is exptected to include empirical data,
however, papers with a predominantly conceptual focus are also welcomed.
